LEDs

The controls on the rear of the Dyson Supersonic Travel hair dryer.  
At the bottom of the head of the hair dryer there are the Airflow  
control and Temperature control buttons as well as their respective  
LED indicators. The Power switch is located at the top of the handle,  
the air inlet and removable filter cage are at the bottom of the  
handle, where the power cable connects.

Diagnostics
The LEDs will flash continuously to let you know that your machine 
needs attention.

If the white lights flash, turn your machine off, clean the filter  
(see Regular filter maintenance) and try turning the machine  
on again. Watch the video at Dyson.com/yoursupersonic to  
learn more.

If the red lights are flashing, unplug your machine,  
wait 30 seconds, and plug it back in. 

If both red lights continue to flash, contact Dyson Support.

Step 1
Using circular motions and a soft brush or lint-free cloth, 
clean the filter cage thoroughly.



Step 2 
Hold the handle of your appliance and pull the filter cage downwards,  
onto the cable.

Gently pull open the filter cage and slide it off the cable.
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Step 3
Wash the filter cage under a warm, running tap.

Step 4
Shake the filter cage to remove the majority of the excess water,  
then leave to dry naturally.
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Step 5
Using circular motions and a soft brush or lint-free cloth, 
clean the filter mesh until all the debris has been removed.

Do not use water or chemicals to clean the filter mesh.

Step 6
Once your filter cage is fully dry, reattach over the filter mesh by gently 
pulling the filter cage open and sliding it over the cable.

Slide the filter cage towards the handle and push until it clicks into place.
